What is ozone?

u Reactive Form of Oxygen

u Good Ozone and Bad Ozone
u VOC + NOx + Sunlight = Ozone

What are fine-particles?

u Solid or liquid particles in the atmosphere 
with a diameter less than 2.5 microns.

u Ammonium Sulfate, Ammonium Nitrate, Elemental 
Carbon, Organic Carbon, Crustal Material

u PM2.5 Formation
u Atmospheric Reactions of H2SO4 and HNO3 with

National Ambient Air Quality 
Standards – Particulate Matter

u Fine Particles  (PM2.5) [Primary and Secondary]
u Annual Standard – 15 ug/m3

u 24-Hour – 35 ug/m3 [average of 98th percentile 
concentration for 3 consecutive years]

u Coarse Particles (PM10) [Primary and Secondary]
u 24-Hour – 150 ug/m3 [average of 99th percentile 

concentration for 3 consecutive years]

u Standards Finalized – September 2006
u Standard Remanded to EPA – March 2009
